Not only do
we have a new name, but we have a
new location. Thanks to All My Sons
Moving and Storage,
on January 13-14 all
of our furniture and
supplies were moved
from the former, run-down, dilapidated
old IPS school building to the newly
remodeled 3208 E. Michigan St.
location.

We have a newly renovated kitchen

and cleaner, safer accommodations with
62 beds in 8 family units for women with

children. Between January and March
2009, we already served 9,851 meals and
provided 5,570 nights of safe shelter at
the Center for Women & Children alone.
Thank you for generously supporting the
Mission to provide a haven for needy
women and their children.

Prayer Breakfast

n March 21 we had our bi-

monthly prayer breakfast for
alumni of our Addiction Recovery
Program and men in the Regeneration
phase of the program. We had 53
men in attendance — including over
30 alumni!

After a time of fellowship and a
hearty breakfast, Dr. Woody Church,
founder and director of Rod and Staff
Ministries, spoke on Ephesians 6:

The
men at these breakfasts leave refreshed
by the Word of God and the prayer

and support they receive from the
other men. This spiritual refreshment
helps our alumni keep their light bright
while they are out there in a dark and
difficult world.
